PAM'S BOOK NOOK

Wings of Fire by Charles Todd
Copyright 1998 306 pages

Wings of Fire is the first in a series of novels featuring Scotland Yard Detective lan
Rutledge. (The most recent novel is A Lonely Death, copyright 2011.) Written by the mother/son
team known as Charles Todd, this New York Times Notable Book of the Year combines a complicated
mystery with an intriguing sea-side setting in post-World War 1 England.

Detective lan Rutledge is a veteran of World War 1. Although he survived the war, it left him
“shell-shocked.” He is psychologically damaged, a man who hears the voice of a dead corporal in his
head. In the first chapter, we learn that the “doctors at the clinic had told him that it was natural
for him to hear the voice of Corporal Hamish McLead, shot by a firing squad just before the shelling
that buried..men and mud and corpses alike...” | found the sub-plot of the relationship of Rutledge
and McLeod just as fascinating as the main story in each book.

The story of Rutledge’s on-going climb out of the abyss toward recovery takes place as he
rejoins the force at Scotland Yard and is every bit as compelling as the murders he is assigned to
solve. Over the course of these novels, we learn more and more about his struggles with his war ex-
periences, his fears, and his loneliness. As a reader, I found myself becoming quite connected to
Rutledge and very interested in his well-being.

The plot of each novel is intricate, with twists and reversals where you least expect them.
Detective Rutledge solves crimes in a “pre-CS1” era. He relies on interviews, observations, and his
own intuition, which he fears he lost in the war but ultimately serves him well.

In Wings of Fire, Detective Rutledge is sent to investigate the sudden deaths of three mem-
bers of a distinguished family in Cornwall. One of the dead turns out to be O.A. Manning, a war poet
of whom Rutledge is fond and whose poetry helped him “retain his grasp on sanity in the trenches of
France...” With the help of the dead Hamish in his head, Rutledge “is driven to uncover the haunting
truths of murder and madness rooted in a family crypt...”

I love these novels for their intelligent plots, historical settings, and complex characters. |
have read the entire series and have been thoroughly caught up in the development of the character
of lan Rutledge. Anyone who fancies a good mystery will not be disappointed!
